


The statements made by the Sunbow S.A. and the Nunca Foundation, that
their documents are not abstractly suitable for an enquiry in (a court of
law of) another nation, is not accepted by the Royal  (Fürst = Baron)
District Court of Liechtenstein for the following reasons:

From the application and supplementary requests one can deduce, that a
fraudulent business transaction according to the Swiss Criminal Code to
the disadvantage of the FIFA is being investigated. It involves the
payment of 2.5 Million Swiss Francs by a FIFA representative to the
bankruptcy assets of the ISMM Corporation and the ISL Worldwide
______________________________________.  Between June 1999 and January
2001 the Sunbow S.A., whose shares are held by the Nunca Foundation,
remitted money on the basis of contracts with the ISMM Group as
perquisites or bribes in the stated amount of _______________ to various
persons. Therefore, in order to clarify if the payment by the FIFA was
legal or not, it is the opinion of the Royal District Court that the
documents of the Sunbow S.A. and the Nunca Foundation are without a
doubt abstractly suitable for criminal proceedings in a foreign nation.

Thus the requirements are met, the documents of the Sunbow S.A. and

the Nunca Stiftung, which have already been provided to the Investigating

Judge of the Canton Zug in the proceedings 11 RS.2004.53, can also be

used for the new investigations by the Investigating Authorities of the

Canton Zug and we therefore judge accordingly.
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
