Looking at 22 countries, we find that athlete
participation, freedom of the press and income are
drivers of media coverage of three MSEs in 2014 and

their impact on children.

« At least 14 cases of children involved In construction
projects related to the Delhi Commonwealth Games were

countries.

What we found out | Drivers of coverage

 Athletes sent to MSEs in 2014

« Even when controlling for Income Level and Freedom of the
Press, Number of Athletes is significantly positively correlated
with Total Results

« Participation in each event has a suggestively significant
positive effect on Total Results
