- participation in an organized criminal group (Art. 5)

- laundering of proceeds of crime (Art. 6)

- corruption (Art. 8)

- obstruction of justice (Art. 23)
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“organized criminal group” is defined as a 
structured group of three or more persons that 
exists for a period of time, acts in concert and aims 
to commit serious crimes
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“serious crimes” are crimes punishable by 
deprivation of liberty of at least 4 years

or other offences covered by UNTOC, in order to obtain a 
direct or indirect financial or other material benefit
